Bus Eireann Expressway Route 4 - 12 services daily 
 Route 4 Buses depart from Dublin Airport Zone 13 Stop 10. Travel time is ap-

proximately 3 hours. Final stop is Waterford Bus Station. The hotel is a 20-

minute taxi drive from the bus station. 
 
 

Drive 
 The hotel is a 2-hour 30-minute drive from Dublin Airport. Head south from the 

airport Follow M50 to N7 in Dublin. Take Exit 9 onto N7 toward Limerick/Cork/

Waterford/N8/N9. Follow M9 to Quarry Link Rd/N9 in Kilkenny. Continue 

onto M7 (s igns for  Limerick/Cork/Waterford/M8/M9) .  Turn 

slightly left onto M9 (signs for N10/Waterford/Kilkenny/Kilcullen). 

Take R861, R448, R680, R683 and Kilcullen Lwr to your destination 

in Waterford.
